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Leadership Visit Protocol

The NARPM® Chapters may apply for a NARPM® leader to visit their area every other year. In making these requests please use the following guidelines to ensure a successful meeting. 
The Regional Vice President (RVP) will be the leader who will attend local chapter meetings. If the RVP is unavailable, another leader will be offered the opportunity to travel. 

Scheduling of statewide meetings will have precedence over local chapter meetings within that same state. The President and RVP are encouraged to attend state meetings.
All requests should state the objectives of the meeting and NARPM® will determine which leadership volunteer should attend the chapter meetings. Be specific as to chapter needs (ie: Education, membership growth, professionalism, etc.)
All requests for Chapter visits must be submitted to NARPM® Headquarters.

The minimum a chapter visit should be centered around: 
A chapter membership meeting where it is anticipated that attendance will be high – thus enabling the officer to address a large group on NARPM® programs. 

A chapter board of directors meeting where leadership can meet informally with chapter leaders to discuss problems, concerns, and ideas. 

A chapter visit can be even more effective if these guidelines are also followed: 


Have a joint meeting with a neighboring NARPM® chapter(s). 


Organize a joint meeting with another real estate organization or REALTOR® board. 


To enhance the president's visit at a general membership meeting.  For increased value, invite the presidents or other VIPs of other local associations and REALTOR® boards. 


Coordinate a visit with local management companies and/or major clients – leveraging the visit to spread the word about NARPM®

Maximize media opportunities by promoting the visit in advance and inviting the local media to attend the meeting.  Arrange interviews if possible.
Respect the time of the NARPM® leadership. They still have business and family at home to attend to.
